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Saviour'and Transfiguration St. Euphrosynya. The cross is reliquary for relics
of saints, which are covered with golden plates with plique-a-jours made by
jeweller Lazar Bogsha. The base of the cross is made of cypress. The cross
is considered as the best of enamel work in Rus. In the opinion of historians
it could be made either in Kiev or in Polotsk. Initially the cross was kept
in Polotsk, in the 13th century it was taken out to Smolensk. In 1514 the
reliquary was taken out to Moscow, in 1563 lvan the Terrible returned it to
Polotsk. The cross disappeared without trace .in the beginning of the Great
Patriotic War (1941) from Mogilev local history museum where it had been
kept since 1929. In 1997 a copy of the cross of St. Euphrosynya of Polotsk
was made (artist Nicholai Kuzmich); nowadays it is kept in the Convent of the
Saviour and St. Euphrosynya. There is an oath-inscription on the page which
is located on sides of the cross.
