Historical reference: Illustration of the development of the central part of
Polotsk .ofithe mid 19th century. Illustration of Polotsk is made from the side
of thetnorthern entry to the town along Rizhskaya Str. via the Red Bridge. In
the-foreground is Polota river, just behind it is the embankment of the Lower
castle which is also known in Polotsk with the name “lvan the Terrible’s bank”
(it is the evidence of its building during the Livonian War after seizure of the
town by Moscow army in 1563). In the background is the central square where
former Jesuitical collegium and Cathedral of St. Nicholas (in the centre) is
located, Saint Sophia’s Cathedral on the Upper castle (on the right). On the
elevation behind them there are outlines of the development of the left bank
of Dvina. The location of the so-called Rogneda’s house is not possible to
determine according to the illustration. Evidently it was not located on the
territory of the site of the ancient settlement (town cemetery in the 18th—29th
centuries). It is possible to indicate the probable location on the so-called spit
ofthe Lower castle (northern cape ofthe “lvan the Terrible’s bank”). Historical
data about Rogneda’s house are absent.
