The main results of the development in 2023-2024 of the problems of the specifics of confessional development in the western
region of modern Belarus and interfaith relations in the regions of the Republic of Belarus are formulated.

The analysis of the religious specifics of the regions, the nature of interfaith relations in Belarus remains a
pressing problem of domestic religious studies [1, p. 543]. In 2023, when developing the annual assignment of the
topic "Religious processes in Belarus: regional characteristics and development trends", an analysis of the devel-
opment trends of confessional processes in the western region of Belarus (Grodno and Brest regions) was carried
out in the context of the religious life of the.Republic of Belarus. The specifics of the development trends in the
region of the leading forms of traditional Christianity and Protestantism were revealed. In 2024, the current state
of mterfaith relations in the regions of the Republic of Belarus was studied.

It 1s shown that in the western regions of Belarus there was a permanent increase in the number of religious
organizations. At the same time, in the Grodno region during the period of soverecign Belarus, a decrease in the
share of the region's communities in the confessional field of Belarus is recorded; in 2010, it became the fourth
region (in the 1990s, it was the second) in terms of concentration of religious organizations (after Brest, Minsk
and Vitebsk). In the regional dimension, of the main confessions of the region, as well as the republic as a whole
(BOC, RCC, CECB and ECB), only the BOC has a pronounced positive development dynamics in the Grodno re-
gion in the 2000s [2; 3; 4]. In the Brest region in the period of the early 1990s - 2000s, unlike most other regions of
the country, there.was no linear acceleration of the process of reducing the annual registration of new communities
m the second decade of the 2000s, as in another region of western Belarus — the Grodno region. Throughout the
period of modern Belarus, the Brest region has maintained an unchanged leading position in the number of basic
religious organizations. At the same time, the share of the region's communities in the all-republican confessional
field noticeably decreased (from 33% in 1991 to 25% in 2000) in the 1990s, but stabilized in the 2000s, amounting
to about 23% in the last two decades [5; 6].

Traditional Christianity in the western region of the Republic of Belarus, as well as in the country as a whole,
is represented primarily by Orthodoxy. The BOC is characterized by the most stable, in comparison with most
other confessions, positive dynamics of development. The religious situation in the modern Grodno region has its
pronounced feature in the competition of mainly two confessions — Orthodoxy and Catholicism. The representa-
tive of Protestantism is primarily Christians of the Evangelical Faith (CVE). CVE is the second most widespread
confession in Belarus as a whole, including in the Brest region.

It 1s shown that interfaith relations are an important factor in both domestic and foreign policy, state ideolo-
gy of the Republic of Belarus. In the regions of Belarus, a constant mutual search for points of contact between
different religions, cooperation mechanisms is developing not only at the interfaith level, but also in terms of
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constructive interaction with government bodies within the framework of regional ethnocultural development.

The research on the topic is also reflected in a course of lectures [7] and other scientific publications [8; 9; 10;
11; 12; 13]. The scientific and methodological basis for the analysis of the problem was the analysis of the re-
ligious situation in the republic and its regions previously conducted by the project executors [14; 15; 16; 17,
18; 19; 20; etc.].
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
