Historical reference: Cemeteries (church cemeteries) were
located near the churches of St. George and St. Nicholas (referred
to since the 17th century) in Ekimani. Part of the crosses, which are
similar to that shown on the illustration, had preserved in Ekiman
till the mid 20th century. Similar stone crosses with carved symbols
are widely known in both rural and urban cemeteries of Belarusian
Podvinie of the 17th—8th centuries. Nowadays the territory of
