Historical reference: View of Polotsk from the Upper Castle
which opens a panorama on the right bank and left bank parts of
the town. A view on Nizhne-Pokrovskaya Str. (historical name
since the 16th.century has been Velikaya Str.) opens on the right bank of Dvina
(from the direction of the Upper Castle) at the foot of Castle Mountain. The
Theophany monastery is located on it (established in 1633). The central temple
was-built at the expense ofthe Orthodox Brotherhood of Polotsk in 1761-1779,
justin front of it there is a brick building of Brotherhood School (preserved till
these days). Buildings of the Churches of St. John the Theologian are visible
on the on the left bank, initially the Catholic Church of St. Anna with the
adjoining buildings of Bemadine Monastery (founded in Pardaugava in 1696).
In the distance, behind the Church of the St. John the Theologian, one of the
temples of Belchitsy Monastery of Sts. Boris and Gleb is visible (it could be
Church of Holy Friday or Church of Sts. Boris and Gleb). The illustration of
a wooden temple, located on the left side of the Dvina River and mistakenly
identified in the caption to an illustration with Church of Holy Friday, can be
associated with the Church of St. Nicholas, which was known in Krivtsov
suburb since 1552.
