Historical reference: The picture depicts a plan of churches of
the Monastery of Sts. Boris and Gleb (Belchitsky). The image of the
so-called Large (Unnamed) Cathedral, which is located in Belchitsk
Monastery of Sts. Boris and Gleb on the right bank of the Belchitsa
(left-bank tributary ofthe Western Dvina). It was a six-column, three-
nave, three-apse temple with three vestibules (they are not presented
on the plan). There is no doubt that that Cathedral was the main architectural
building of the monastery. The peculiarity of the cathedral is the support of the
dome on the four western columns. The temple was erected in the early 12th
century, probably not later than the 30-s. In the 19th century only bases of the
walls of the temple survived. Nowadays only a hill, located on the site of the
cathedral, reminds of its existence. It is probably mentioned in 1511 and 1618
under the name of the Most-Pure Virgin, and for the last time it was stated
about the renovation of the temple. The exact time of destruction is unknown.
